The Canadian Brain Research Strategy and its broad network of stakeholders
recommends the following:

Recommendation 1: That the Government of Canada make research on the brain and
mental health a national priority with stable, targeted funding for the creation of a
Canadian Brain Research Initiative by investing $150 million over 3 years, and a
dedicated, sustained commitment to fund this priority to improve health outcomes and
quality of life for people in Canada.
